Test Corrections Guidelines

Purpose: to provide students with the opportunity to learn the concepts after the test that they did not master before it, for they will come up again (next test, EOCT, GHSGT)
Explanation: Test corrections are one way for students to improve their overall test grade by earning credit for problems they may have missed on a test. Since there is ample opportunity for students to share answers after the test is graded and since my objective is for students to learn from their mistakes, the requirements for successfully completing test corrections are stringent. 

Requirements on the scantron: 

1. Cleanly erase the wrong answer and bubble in correct answer.  
2. Make no other marks on the scantron

3. Make no changes to correct answers

4. Do not fold, bend, wrinkle or staple the scantron.

Requirements on notebook paper: 

1. Problem number must be identified

2. The original incorrect answer must be given.

3. An explanation of why that answer is incorrect must be provided.

4. Both the scantron and the explanation page must be submitted for full credit. Scantrons cannot be replaced if lost.
Here is an example of what to do: 
Test Question A #6 (Test Question B #31)
The correct answer is D. A is wrong because gazelles (and other individuals) cannot develop genetic traits. That would be an example of transmission of acquired characteristics, and although Lamarck believe that, he was wrong. Gazelles are either born with genes that make them adapted to the environment and then survive to pass those on to their offspring, or they die.
Here are examples of insufficient statements students have submitted previously to explain why their original answers were incorrect.  I do not award credit for statements that do not clearly exhibit learning.

1. I read the problem wrong.

2. I wrote down the wrong answer.

3. I don’t know
4. I mixed my numbers up.

I believe all of these statements are true.  However, for credit to be awarded, learning of the concepts must be evident in the test corrections. 
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
